Do you match the criteria? 
  
Applying for a group, NOT an individual 
 
Group is traveling together (at least 50 miles) and spending the night away from home 
 
Group is NOT traveling outside the United States 
 
Mission trip is service-based, supplying spiritual and physical needs of Godõs people 
 

Is your application complete? 
 
All lines of the application are filled-in 
 

Have you included all of the attachments? 
 
Two essays from student participants 
 
One essay from group advisor/teacher 
 
Trip budget including a detailed breakdown of all involved costs, individual student costs, confirmed or anticipated 
grants and fundraising activities 
 
Formal or informal communication with organizer/work site host confirming trip details

Applications and all attachments should be stapled together and MUST be postmarked by February 1, 2011, NO 
exceptions.
